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The first rally on the Jamaica Millennium Motoring Club's 2008 calendar is scheduled to take place in a little under 2 weeks when the Montego Bay Motoring Club plays host to rally teams from across Jamaica in their staging of the Lloyd's of Montego Bay/Spot Valley Sports Club Tony's Pizza Tarmac Stages rally.

The route remains unchanged from last year for this running of the event, with an 8 am start from Glistening Waters Restaurant & Marina. Eight stages are to be run on the day, with the first being the very fast Daniel Town to Clarke's Town stage, also known as the Long Pond stage to those more familiar with sugar factories, run as special stage one (SS 1), followed by the Rio Bueno to Brampton stage, also known as Calabar, a twisty, narrow stage that is known to challenge the competitors to the max (run as SS2). These two stages will be repeated as SS3 and SS4 to complete the morning session.

Lunch will be at 12.30 pm at Yow! Rest Stop in Rio Bueno before the afternoon stages are run, the first being Calabar as special stage five (SS5), followed by the reverse running of Daniel Town (SS6) [i.e. the stage will start close to the Long Pond Sugar Factory in Clarke's Town and run west towards Daniel Town] and then these two are repeated as special stages 7 and 8. The rally will end with the first car reaching the finish at Glistening Waters at approximately 4.00 pm. Prize giving will follow [b]1 hour after the last car has reached the finish[/b].
